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DAU will offer a special week of events on training 
standards at the Packard Conference Center, Fort 
Belvoir, Virginia, August 21-25, 2006. The purpose 
of the event is to create awareness of major training 
standards programs followed by DAU.

These three programs include standards un-
der: 
1. The Council on Occupational Education (COE)
2. The American Council on Education (ACE)
3. International Association for Continuing Educa-
tion and Training (IACET).

According to Dr. Sue Stein and Corey Davis, DAU 
Action Ofýcers for Standards and Accreditation, all 
three are valuable programs for corporate training 
organizations. Each standard set helps the orga-
nization in a different way. DAUôs quality oversight 
builds on the standards of all three programs.

COE

The COE standards encompass over 200 criteria 
for looking at an institution from mission outcomes 
to facility safety. COE requires the agency team that 
prepares the COE self-study to look at all facets of 
the organization. A COE self-study typically takes 
6 to 12 months of preparation time. It is completed 
every 5 years and includes a site visit from COE 
reviewers once the self-study is approved. All indi-
viduals in an organization are required to be a part of 
the COE self-study process. All DoD corporate uni-
versities are required to maintain accreditation from 
a U.S. Department of Education approved source. 
COE is the most commonly sought accreditation by 
DoD corporate training schools.

ACE

Initiated in the 1940s in support of the GI bill, the 
ACE standards focus on a review of individual 
training products. Each course for which credit is 
sought must be reviewed by an ACE review team 
consisting of faculty from at least three accredited 
college regions. This is an extensive product review 

and could result in a recommendation of college credit 
at the undergraduate or graduate level. Currently ACE 
requires over 100 training standards be met for each 
course in which training is recommended. Most DoD 
schools with a percentage of participants from the 
military have their courses reviewed under a special 
DoD contract as DoD courses change at a minimum 
of every 5-10 years. Other federal and non-federal 
schools follow the ACE corporate standards and have 
their courses reviewed as the courses change every 
3-5 years.

IACET

IACET was founded in the 1960s by educators, 
practitioners, and government representatives for 
the purpose of identifying effective practices for the 
design and delivery of training for adult learners. Un-
like institutional accreditation, the IACET standards 
program focuses on numerous processes for training 
design and delivery for adult learners. Like COE, a 
self-study is required. While COE has more standards 
than IACET, there are less than 12 on the training 
processes required to be documented in the COE self-
study. Unlike ACE, IACET reviews a select number of 
training products to ensure the processes identiýed 
are being followed. Once approved as an IACET Au-
thorized Provider (AP), an agency self-certiýes that 
all IACET standards are being followed. IACET also 
is the most cost effective for organizations applying 
for an out-of-agency standards program. 

Standards Week at DAU

Standards Week at DAU is targeted at several au-
diences: DoD, other federal agencies and anyone 
interested. August 21-23, 2006 is offered for DoD 
participants only and focuses on DoD COE accredi-
tation. On August 24-25, the IACET and ACE work-
shops are being offered as public offerings. Anyone 
interested may sign up at IACET and/or ACE to attend 
those workshops. IACET and ACE both charge tuition 
for their workshops. Anyone interested must register 
through those organizations.
